Also called Contact2, the disposable, double pronged, pincer like device allow 
contact lens wearers to remove their lenses without touching their eyes, 
promoting better hygeine and eye health.  It won a silver medal at last year's 
International Exhibition of Inventions, New Techniques and Products, in 
Geneva in Switzerland.
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Easy Handling

For soft contact lens wearers who have an aversion to touching their eyes 
Contact2 may be the answer.  The Northampton based company by the same 
name believes it to be the world's first daily disposbale contact lens remover.  
The device allows contact lens wearers to remove disposable lenses without 
touching their eyes, marking a break-through in eyecare and hygeine, especially 
for those who have problems removing lenses.

Mark Sheldon, the Contact2 developer, explains: "at last soft contact lenses are 
easy to remove, particularly if you have long fingernails, occupationally dirty 
hands, or an aversion to touching the eye itself."

Contact2 is a flexible double pronged pincer that fits comfortably into the hand.  
Its patented, specially designed tips grip and remove the lens without damage 
to either eye or lens.  What is more, as the user's sight is not obstructed the 
procedure can be viewed at all times.

The disposable remover is specifically designed to take the tears out of 
removing lenses, which, for some, can be a harrowing experience.  Some people 
have stopped using lenses altogether because of removal difficulties.  A market 
strudy involving 5,000 potential, new and existing contact lens wearers revealed 
that 40 percent of this sample suffered anxiety over contact lens removal.
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
